Who is eligible to apply:
· People who hold a degree in English Language and Literature, or a related field, from institutions of higher education in Greece and abroad.

· Students who have just completed the 8th semester can apply provided they submit an official transcript of records of their Ptychio (B.A.) before the programme begins.
  Language of instruction: 

The entrance exams, classes, written assignments, oral presentations, and the final dissertation are all in English.

Entrance examinations:

To be accepted, candidates must first pass the written entrance exam. Candidates who successfully pass the written exam are also required to pass an oral exam.  For further details concerning the examinations, follow the link:

Application procedure:
Applicants must submit: 

1. A completed application form (www.enl.uoa.gr)

2. Certified copy of the undergraduate degree.

3. Certified copies of any other degrees or diplomas which the candidate may hold in a relevant field.

4. Official grade transcript.

5. Where the candidate holds a degree from a non-Greek university, the degree recognition issued by the Greek Academic Recognition Information Centre (DOATAP).

6. Full CV, submitted on the relevant form (www.enl.uoa.gr)
7. Two reference letters completed on the relevant form (www.enl.uoa.gr)in separate sealed envelopes.

8. Candidates who do not hold a degree in English must provide a certificate of C2 level. 
9. Candidates whose native language is not Greek must provide a certificate of B2 level. 
10. Certificates of language proficiency in languages other than English or Greek, if any.
11. Other academic qualifications, if any.
12. Samples of academic work.
